Commercial zoning is centered around
the intersection of Roosevelt Way and NE'&&reet and radiates each direction along thoseiairt
streets. Three large public parcels are occupieddwen Park, Roosevelt High School and the
Roosevelt Reservoir.

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3. Transportation Element

Background and Introduction

Roosevelt's designation as an Urban Village redl&xattle’s intent to enhance the neighborhood’s
pedestrian and bicycle friendly nature and therdesi connect Roosevelt to the surrounding
neighborhoods, urban centers and to the rest afith@nd outlying communities.

Following a strong, enthusiastic and cooperativagagn by the Roosevelt Neighborhood and
adjacent communities, Sound Transit chose a rowdestation location including an underground light
rail route through the neighborhood, with an undeugd station between N.E."®and N.E. 68

Streets, adjacent to the west side df A%enue N.E. This decisions put to rest many urdeties

facing the neighborhood.

Once funding is secured for the extension of ligiitto the Roosevelt neighborhood, station area
planning will begin in earnest. The existing stneetwork is expected to accommodate additional bus
routes and increased frequency of operation to@creommunities to the north, east and west with
the Roosevelt Station, while some reduction indmrsice to the University District and Downtown
Seattle is expected.

Integrating light rail into the transportation syfst, maintaining parking supply, providing for safed
increased levels of pedestrian and bicycling ttatind accommodating increased population and
increased bus service connecting with light raal ianportant and significant challenges for the
neighborhood.

A. Transportation Network

Principal Arterials: Serve as the principal route for the movementatfitrthrough the City.
Connects Interstate Freeways to major activityemnto minor and collector arterial streets
and directly to traffic destinations. Serve majaiffic generators such as the Central Business
District, major shopping or commercial districtslanove traffic from community to
community.

Minor Arterials : To distribute traffic from Principal Arterials t©ollector Arterials and

Access street, directly to secondary traffic get@sasuch as community shopping areas, high
schools, community centers and athletic fields, targerve trips between neighborhoods
within a community. Generally located on neighbarth®oundaries except when necessary to
provide adequate service to traffic generatorstémtavithin neighborhoods.

Collector Arterials: To collect and distribute traffic fro Principaid&Minor Arterials to

Access Streets or directly to local destinatiordlegCtor arterials are typically located within
neighborhood boundaries and serve small groupooéstschools, small apartment complexes,
and residential land uses.

Access Streetgboth residential and commercial): Access streetat part of the arterial
network. They provide direct access from the aateretwork to local land uses.

Management Act require that growth within certamiigties be accommodated in urban areas.
Seattle’s response to growth management was td araenprehensive plan based on a strategy of
developing “urban villages” to accommodate growthis section of the Roosevelt Neighborhood Plan
seeks to balance the accommodation of new resalerstes in the commercial core with the
preservation of the unique single-family areashmieighborhood.

Goals

R-HG1: Protect and maintain the architecturaltage of Roosevelt’'s Craftsman, bungalow and
Tudor style housing while embracing growth of wadkigned buildings of an appropriate scale.

R-HG2: Create a diversity of housing types th#lects the diversity of households, incomes, and
housing needs of our neighborhood to promote hguspportunities for a wide range of residents.

R-HG3: Accommodate most of the residential grolagttencouraging larger development
concentrated in and around the Roosevelt Urbamadélk light rail station and commercial core.

Policies

Such a zone
could buffer the residential zones of the neighbodis southwest quadrant from freeway noise and, if
density bonuses with appropriate subsidy were gigeuld integrate a portion of affordable units.

R-HS7: Outside of the Pedestrian Zone, encourade-family ground related housing with
landscaping, courtyards, playground space, commgaitdens, with larger, family units in some
buildings.

R-HS8: Support partnerships with community orgainires and both for-profit and non-profit
developers to promote and integrate a wide vadgéhousing opportunities in the neighborhood.

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5. Capital Facilities Element

Background and Introduction

Roosevelt High School, Cowen Park, Froula ParkthadRoosevelt P-Patch are existing capital
facilities in the Roosevelt Urban Village. Roosevekidents rely on public facilities in Green Lake
and the University District for services such asdry and community center.

As the population of the neighborhood increasesyiBdhe need for additional public facilities,
particularly in the areas slated for more denselbgwment. Increasing the amount of public open
spaces and public facilities in a fully developedan neighborhood is challenging. A public plaza
between the light rail station entrances will po®/a opportunity for the creation of new publiccgsa
and facilities. Likewise, the decommissioning af fRoosevelt reservoir will provide a tremendous
opportunity for a large multi-use park in the ngpthrtion of the neighborhood to complement Cowen
Park in the south. Pedestrian spaces in conjunatitngateway treatments and transit stops, wabal
add to the list of public amenities in the neighizard.

Protecting public views of mountains from currenblic space is important for Roosevelt to retasn it
northwest identity and sense of place as a neigjuoar of Seattle, not just another big city, buitga ¢
nestled between mountains, water and evergrees tree

Additional open space will be needed to complentiemtadditional density recommended for the
residential area of the southwest quadrant, anthéoeastern gateway and"6&mmercial corridor.

While in the immediate future, school closings eattihan additions are being planned, to insure that
the long-term future growth for Roosevelt, Greekd,aand the University District Urban Center
includes households with children, the Roosevelh @ndorses the University Neighborhood’s plan
for a quality elementary school to be developedanjunction with the University of Washington.

The majority of commercial and retail uses in tleo&evelt Neighborhood are concentrated along
Roosevelt Way NE and NE 85treet. Those uses include a variety of servitestjnation retail, and
restaurants. This area forms the core of the neigifdmd’s commercial zoning and contains a
pedestrian overlay zone. Surrounding the commecoia and extending north and south along
Roosevelt Way NE and east and west along NESeet is a mix of commercial and multifamily
residential uses.

There is a strong desire to maintain the small-toteracter of the Roosevelt neighborhood
commercial core as it is transformed into a highsiky, mixed-use urban village. The existing retail
center has a solid core of commercial uses froritiegsidewalk, with relatively few intervening uses
or parking lots. This provides a good foundationdwital pedestrian-oriented retail core.

All of these forms of cultural resources contribgteatly to our sense of neighborhood identity, as
well as can contribute economically. The RooseMelghborhood will advocate for the preservation
of our wide array of cultural resources throughspreation, education and community involvement.

Roosevelt Neighborhood’s built resources range fnait-known resources, such as the City
Landmark Cowen Park Bridge, Olmsted-designed Rav®&uaulevard, and the newly renovated City
Landmark Roosevelt High School, to less widely ggtped resources, such as the Greenlake
Reservoir pump house, Puget Sound Radiator, theeioBtandard Records store (also called Standard
Radio), the Annie and Homer Russell houses, JudYobdel bungalow, Hollywood Theater,

Sunlight Cafe, and the gateway Gothic Revival comemagbuilding at NE 61st and Roosevelt Way .

Open spaces and the urban forest also represeattanpcultural resources. A.L. Jacobsen, author of
Trees of Seattladentified 36 notable trees in the area. ThedRwelt P-patch has built community
and added to our open space. Cowen Park is pare@Imsted Seattle Park legacy, providing an
outstanding community asset as well as a traditiculgural link. The proposed closing of Roosevelt
Reservoir has potential to both dramatically adduoopen space and provide a new community-
centered meeting place.

The social traditions of Roosevelt Neighborhoodude the Bull Moose Festival, an Art Walk, the
Pub Crawl, and an Egg Hunt. Roosevelt Neighborheadiso proud of its long tradition as the home
of several healing arts schools. The exceptiondbpaing arts program at Roosevelt High School
provides entertainment opportunitidhie Roosigthe neighborhood newsletter, is an almost-monthly
publication focused on creating community.

Bungalow — Bungalows are in many styles and wittying character, however they must be one story
or appear to be so. Commonly they are a story dradfavith a broad, sloping gable roof either way
across the house and with materials and workmarmestuipessive of the Craftsman Style.

Community Land Trust (CLT) — A community-based moofit organization that typically buys land
and sells off any residential or commercial buigdon the land. This takes the cost of land ouhef t
housing equation and results in more affordablesimgu The underlying land is leased to the building
owner. In most cases the CLT places restrictianthe re-sale price of the building, thus keeplray t
housing affordable.

Craftsman Style — Distinguished by originality andraftsman-like use of materials, particularly
natural materials of wood and stone. Natural dadwin stained wood — either shingles or lapped
bevel siding — are common as is the use of stomeugh bricks for chimneys and porch posts.

Design Review — Design Review is part of the Maklee Permit (MUP) process that requires that
certain new construction projects undergo a dismmaty review of their siting and design
characteristics. A Design Review Board, appointgthle Mayor of Seattle, conducts this review,
using the Roosevelt Urban Village Design Reviewdeglines. The mandatory threshold for design
review depends upon the underlying zoning. In tbedevelt Urban Village they are:
Lowrise zones — More than 8 dwelling units and/@00 sq. ft. on nonresidential space
Neighborhood Commercial zones — More than 4 dwgllinits and/or 4,000 sq. ft. of
nonresidential space
Commercial zones — More than 4 dwelling units andiZ000 square feet of nonresidential space
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Station Area — This is the area within ¥4 mile radifi a light rail station within which Sound Transi
and/or the City of Seattle does special plannirge Roosevelt light rail station will be locatedtbe
west of 13 Avenue NE between NE B5Street and NE 68Street with entrances at NE"5&8nd NE
67". Station Area Planning has not been done forostatiorth of the University of Washington.

Tudor — Steep pitched roofs with exposed gable anelshe most essential and most characteristic
aspect. Red-brick, “half-timbers” and stucco aeeriost common materials.

Non-Arterial Local Access Streets

and allow two moving vehicles to simultaneouslyglstween parked cars.

Transit

Metro bus routes 48, 64, 66, 67, 68, 71, 72, 7378779 and 37 serve the Roosevelt
neighborhood and surrounding communities.

Sound Transit plans to construct an undergrourd tigjl station adjacent to the west of"12
Ave. N.E. Street level plazas will have elevatstajrs and escalators connecting to the
underground station and will be at N.E"65t. and 19 Ave. and at N.E. 87St. and 12 Ave.
N.E. There will be room for bike lockers and brkeks at these plazas.
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
