Roosevelt! A great place to live, work, shop, and play! 

We envision Roosevelt to be a whole community which is: 
·  Livable and sustainable: Residents of Roosevelt can get much of what they need on foot or bike.  

Diverse employment opportunities, flexible development principles and community cultural 
events enhance our lives. Our residents often not only choose to live but also to work here. We 
embrace low-income, affordable, and work-force housing needs; we maintain a wide range of 
housing to support an eclectic and diverse neighborhood with single-family homes, owner-
occupant housing, and newer housing accommodating multi-family structures. Housing fits the 
scale and architectural heritage of the neighborhood. Singles, couples and extended families 
with children live here because there are ample open spaces for play, excellent gathering sites 
for community events, a vibrant commercial core and stable, healthy, residential areas. 

·  Safe and inviting: People feel safe because neighbors know neighbors, work together on 
community projects, and see each other in the marketplace. Streets have pedestrian walkways 
and bike paths that are safe, attractive, maintained, and well lit. Adequate policing and 
neighbor-to-neighbor, block-to-block communication foster safety and invite broad 
participation in civic concerns. Maintenance of property and accessibility invite diverse and 
interesting people to the neighborhood. 

·  Intentionally progressive: Roosevelt’s progressive residents maintain a long tradition of 
speaking their minds and being intentional about their future. We seek not only to monitor but 
also to influence the design of our community. We intend to shape the major arterials and 
transportation modes in our neighborhood, rather than be shaped by them. While we 
intentionally respect our architectural heritage (such as the landmark Roosevelt High School) 
we also embrace concepts associated with transit-oriented development and creatively balance 
diversity within our urban village.  

·  Economically vibrant: Through transit, Roosevelt’s interesting, attractive, and vibrant 
commercial core links to other neighborhoods and employment centers within Seattle and the 
greater metropolitan area. This maturing commercial core attracts diverse retail, small 
manufacturing and technology-linked enterprises with easy access to the University of 
Washington and downtown Seattle. Entrepreneurship and creativity at the local level 
characterize our community. 

·  On the move: Roosevelt is about all modes of transportation. The Roosevelt station is Seattle’s 
and Sound Transit’s premier example of a model modern mass transit hub shaped by a 
progressive community. All aspects of moving people and goods (vehicular, non-motorized, 
pedestrian, public, parking) work well together and help create and maintain the identity of 
Roosevelt “on the move” 

·  Inter-connected and coordinated:  An active neighborhood association and its progressive 
leadership, diverse community projects,, and hand-delivered newsletters all mold Roosevelt into 
a whole community that is part of a larger whole. We actively coordinate with adjacent 
communities, jointly foster  arts and cultural activities, and capitalize on regional assets.

Lani’s notes: I think the Safety goals need more work and this is not my strongest area. Questions; 
Should safety goals be lumped or split out elements such accessibility; disaster preparedness; 
pedestrian safety; safety in special transportation areas, such as future station & park & ride lots? 
Should this section address environmental health and safety? 

Brad’s notes: Tried to bolster individual transportation modes some, winging it on the bicycle issue. I’m 
thinking environmental health and safety may fit better under Sustainability and Livability (actually 
addressed somewhat with ‘respect for environmental issues’ in item two). Also added brief mention in 
economic development to emphasize desire for sustainable businesses. 

 

a. Recognize that safety is a key issue for our community and encourage active involvement of our 
neighborhood in advocating for responses to our safety needs. 

b. Foster community commitment; protect the rights, safety and well-being of all Roosevelt, 
residents, employees, students and visitors with a strong block-watch system and disaster 
preparedness programs that help keep residential and commercial districts safe [“Charlie’s” 
wording is also good; I did not get around to either merging these or splitting out elements.] 

c. Address safety for all modes of transportation, including pedestrians, bikes, cars and public 
transit modes. 

d. Promote safe motorized travel through the neighborhood, encourage slower traffic speeds, well 
marked arterials and crosswalks. 

e. Encourage the addition of marked bicycle lanes on arterials and streets connecting to 
neighboring communities. 

f. Improve the pedestrian environment along Roosevelt’s streets to create a pedestrian friendly 
environment that promotes safety and accessibility. 

g. Bolster security for Park & Ride lots and light rail transit station areas, and provide secure, 
covered parking for non-motorized vehicles as Roosevelt serves the City as a transportation hub. 

h. Discourage property owners from neglecting maintenance, health, and safety standards on their 
properties.

Community safety within the core of the neighborhood will be enhanced by the activity surrounding

The Roosevelt neighborhood will respect its history and its open spaces while integrating thousands(?) 
of new residents at the same time it integrates itself into the regional transportation system. This will be 
accomplished by minimizing conflicts and reducing adverse impacts through Design Review and 
zoning, including identifying and protecting public views, reducing impacts on public spaces, and 
respecting landmark buildings and the bungalow tradition of parts of the neighborhood. 

 
=====ALPHA TEAM INPUT===== 

·  This goal statement does not seem to address land use transitions and building heights, which are 
basically administered through zoning. Building heights also affect views, shade, shadow, and 
use of solar energy. Emphasis should be on public benefit--for example, views that are available 
to the public in our neighborhood, not just private views. Perhaps key thoughts here should be 
include (1) minimizing conflicts between land uses through zoning, (2) avoiding or reducing 
adverse impacts through zoning, (3) identifying public views that should be protected and 
minimizing impacts on these, (5) reducing shade and shadow impacts on public areas, and (6) 
protecting solar energy applications. Note that the City’s SEPA policies on views mostly address 
public views of mountains, water, shorelines, and landmark buildings.  

·  Also, our neighborhood wants to monitor and influence Design Review process. [The City 
administers the Design Review process, but we want to have a major role in shaping this.] This 
concept seems to fit better here than where it is included in housing—or a new goal related to 
Design Review could be developed to focus on that aspect more directly and let this section focus 
more on the zoning (land use transition, building heights, aspects. However, building bulk and 
mass is an important aspect of Design Review as well as zoning!] 

·  Development should respect landmark buildings, such as Roosevelt High School, as well as the 
bungalow tradition of some of the single-family areas within our neighborhood, but not try to 
apply bungalow style and single-family standards to new multifamily and commercial 
development. Key is to respect our architectural heritage, but also move forward in shaping the 
new features of our community to create balanced diversity within our urban village.  

·  Key words:  diverse, sustainable, livable, balanced. 
·  “Attractive” is a hackneyed word.  
·  Key thought is this is a neighborhood where people can live, work, and play. 
·  Economic development should be seen in broader sense--not just including retail at street level in 

mixed-use developments. What can our neighborhood do to support other types of businesses 
too? Can we find partnerships between businesses that locate in Roosevelt and housing for many 
of those businesses’ employees together in our community? 

·  Goal should include notion of flexibility since plan must be able to adapt to changes.

Lani’s notes: Great input from all teams! I’ve reworded items for parallel construction, but further 
refinement is needed, and there are redundancies to resolve yet. Regarding identity, my thinking is that 
developing neighborhood is an overarching element that should be part of “Livability and 
Sustainability” goals, but making sure that identity gets reflected in the physical fabric of our 
community is an urban design goal—so it spins off and relates back to the broader goal.

The Roosevelt neighborhood's urban village will have an active, diverse and thriving business 
district and the North Link Light Rail Station at its core. The neighborhood will actively shape the 
urban design character of this urban village by (a) maintenance of the Roosevelt Design Guidelines, 
(b) participation and controls through the Design Review process, and (c) participation in the design 
of the Roosevelt Station. The tree-lined streets of the neighborhood will be pedestrian and bicycle 
friendly and will incorporate design features to slow traffic on major arterials. Design elements in 
public spaces will help build a unified identity for the Roosevelt neighborhood.

·  Need to update this goal. 
·  How can we effectively influence and monitor development of Roosevelt station? 
·  Should this whole section be broadened to encompass other potential transportation impacts? To 

reflect the neighborhood’s support of transit options? 
We need to find ways to create character and enhance identity! 
This section needs connection with Design Review. One way our neighborhood can influence the design 
Review process is by use of it’s design Guidelines (see existing Guidelines included in “tomorrow’s 
Roosevelt”). These Guidelines should address historic preservation aspects, as well as standards for new 
development. 

·  Statement above is a “vanilla vision” which really offers little guidance as is. Maybe these 
notions should be included in the vision statement and do not need to be a separate goal? 

·  More thoughts— Maybe lump these notions with Design Review? Maybe address landscape 
elements as a goal? Capitalize more fully on our relationship with Cowen and Froula parks, as 
well as future reservoir area as a goal? Pedestrian-friendly design is addressed in a separate goal 
now (see #8). 

·  Add concept of safety, which is essential for urban environment. 
Key concepts for commercial core:  

1. People should feel safe. 
2. You can recognize people (familiar faces). 
3. Much of what you need, you can get by foot or bike.[Relationship of neighborhood to core.] 
4.  Should be well integrated into the city and regional transit systems. 
5. Includes diverse employment opportunities. 
6. Includes loft-type housing forms. 

Question: How can we “incentivize” live-work arrangements? Can we ask current and potential larger 
employers who locate in Roosevelt how we can attract people who work here to live here too? To have a 
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healthy residential environment, we also need a healthy commercial core that offers employment as well 
as retail opportunities. [Relates to Housing goals too.]

The Roosevelt neighborhood will embrace and encourage mass transit and non-motorized forms of 
transportation. Safe and well-lit transit stations, park-and-ride lots, and bicycle parking facilities will 
come to define the neighborhood in much the same way its arterials define it today. Tree lined streets 
will incorporate urban design elements to slow traffic on major arterials to create a safer, more 
pedestrian friendly environment. Parking impacts in the neighborhood will be mitigated through use 
of mass transit and non-motorized forms of transportation, organized car and ride sharing, and 
shared use of available parking facilities.

·  Parking goal ultimately should be to reduce the number of cars. 
·  Parking is a conundrum. 
·  Can Flexcar-type of operations help reduce parking issues? 
·  How can we better deal with hide-and-rides, as well as future Roosevelt station parking? 
·  Should also address parking for bicycles and potentially other non-motorized vehicles. 
·  Roosevelt is divided by several arterials. NE 65th Street is a defining characteristic of our 

neighborhood. 
·  Key question is: How can we influence the character of the arterials in our neighborhood?  
·  Is there a traffic-calming solution that can work here, such as pedestrian islands. [Paul mentioned 

successful use of these in Decatur, GA). 
Another good opportunity to reinforce the desire that our urban village be well integrated into the 
citywide and regional transit infrastructure. We also want to support diverse transportation options.
