The Roosevelt Neighborhood Association (RNA) will coordinate a team of neighborhood volunteers who will review 

the Strategies and the 2006 Survey to prioritize our Strategies in terms of importance. The team will also establish 

an overall timeframe for completing work on those Strategies. At the same time the City of Seattle will review the 

Plan Strategies for feasibility. Throughout this process the City and the neighborhood team will meet to compare 

notes and arrive at a final list of priorities. 

The RNA will concurrently conduct an outreach program to make sure the prioritization process is open, accessible 

and transparent to the Roosevelt community. Through the outreach program the RNA will publish the finalized 

priority list and seek neighborhood input and acceptance.  

This Fall a resolution will be submitted to City Council to have the Plan Strategy priorities officially recognized. 

Once recognized our efforts to support the Plan will have added backing and support from Seattle City Council.
